Hear from distinguished 

regulators Jack Cordrey, Alcoholic Beverage Control Commissioner for the state of Delaware, and Pearlette Ramos, 

Assistant Director of Administration and In-House Counsel for the Arizona Department of Liquor Licenses and 

Control.  Get a quick and scholarly review of corporate, LLC, partnership, and trust structures from Keven Danow, a 

longtime corporate and trusts attorney in New York who currently represents members of the beverage alcohol 

industry.  And, in a first for the national conference, Toby Rando, Managing Director of Ulysses Management LLC 

will present the perspective of a private equity fund. 

 

Immediately following 

there will be a breakout session in the Aragon Ballroom in an effort to determine “real world” solutions – including 

collaboration on proposed model legislation.
